The Spirit of the anti–christ is marked by a 
spirit of rebellion, that leads to desolation:

Because of rebellion, the Lord’s people and the daily 
sacrifice were given over to it. It prospered in 
everything it did, and truth was thrown to the 
ground. Then I heard a holy one speaking, and 
another holy one said to him,
Daniel 8:12-13 (NIV)
